      Today’s Good News tells us that Jesus, “Healed many who were sick with various diseases.”  He was God and therefore he could.  How can we follow the healing Christ?

We cannot work miracles.  Nevertheless we can share in the healing ministry of Christ.

     We can visit the sick.  Jesus promised heaven to those who call on the sick.  “I was sick and you visited me…. Come on in to the place I have prepared for you.”  A

friendly, cheerful visit to someone in poor health can lift the sick both physically and emotionally.

     What can we do for the sick?  We can listen, if they are able to talk and want to communicate.  Sympathetic listening is an art that can be developed.  A sympathetic visitor can heal the heart, even though he may have heard the story dozens of times before.

     We can bring cheerful news, some uplifting or humorous happening, or some incident from the news.  Plan ahead what you might say and how you will say it.

Flowers, fruit, food can help to heal by lifting the spirits of the sick.  Use imagination in choosing a gift.  Try to make it fit the patient’s personality, background, occupation or hobby.  Simple, inexpensive gifts are usually treasured the most.

     Send get-well cards.  A little note about people and places dear to the person is especially welcome.  A cheerful phone call can often take the place of a visit.

     Don’t merely say, “I’ll pray for you.”  It would be much better if we say something like:  “I’ll remember you in my Mass tomorrow morning.” 

     Don’t stay too long.  Observe visiting times and regulations.  Be tactful!  Be concerned!  Join Christ in your loving manner of visiting the sick.  God bless you.
