A SEED THAT SPROUTED

     Jesus tells us in today’s Gospel:  “… if a grain of wheat dies, it bears much fruit.”  A seed must die before it bears fruit.

     That is true in spiritual things.  We followers of Jesus know that any effort, any sacrifice, any penance, any giving   up of comfort or convenience will “bear fruit.”

This is especially true when the effort is made out of love for Christ and out of love for one’s fellowmen.

     Jesus was preparing his followers for his own supreme sacrifice.  He permitted his own body to be torn apart in his passion and death, to be buried and then to spring forth in the glories and fruits of the Resurrection. That death, that burial and that resurrection we renew in every Mass.

     Two weeks of Lent are left.  It is not too late to start

“burying” ourselves, giving of ourselves for the love of Christ and love for one’s brothers and sisters in Christ.

     Find out for yourself how true are the words of Christ in today’s Good News, namely, that the seed of sacrifice will bring forth precious fruit.  Join Christ in his sacrifice and you will be with him as he springs forth joyful and victorious on Easter.

     There is a beautiful story that illustrates the above points.  It was a stormy night and the rain came down in torrents.  An elderly man and his wife sloshed up to the desk of a small hotel.  He asked the front desk clerk:  “Can you possibly put us up tonight.  All the big hotels are full.”

The clerk replied: “Every room is taken, but I cannot put you back out in this weather.  You can have my room.”

But the old man said:  “What about you?  Where will you sleep?”  “Don’t worry about me.  I’ll be alright.”

The next morning the couple went to pay the bill.  The same clerk was there.  “You are the kind of manager who would be the manager of the best hotel in the country.  Maybe some day I’ll build one for you.”

     Two years later the clerk received a letter with a round trip ticket to New York, and a note from the guest of that gloomy night asking him to meet him at 5th Avenue and 34th Street.  The clerk did as instructed. Upon meeting one another, the old man pointed up to a new towering building.  “This is the hotel I have built for you to manage.”

Almost speechless, the young man stammered his thanks.  The hotel was the most elaborate hotel of that day, the original Waldorf Astoria.  God bless you.
