IF WE WANT TO BE RESPECTED, WE NEED TO CHECK AND SEE IF WE HAVE SELF-RESPECT FIRST!
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   No one who has lived any length of time in metro New Orleans should ever find it unusual for sportcoats/jackets to be required in the evenings for the male patrons of restaurants like Commander’s Palace, Galatoire’s, or Emeril’s.  There is a dress code set by the proprietors, and that code is enforced daily in our fair city, as well as in fine eating establishments across the nation and abroad. What has happened to the dress code for the Catholic Church?  It has been thrown out by the majority of Sunday Mass-goers as something unimportant and insignificant.  “At least the people are at Mass,” is an often-heard refrain.  Yes, the people are physically present at Mass, but how they are dressed reveals exactly how they view THE HIGHEST AND MOST SACRED FORM OF PRAYER THAT WE ENGAGE IN AS CATHOLIC PEOPLE.  What kind of message does the lack of respect for God, for His house, and for our worship, send to the Father, Son, and Spirit whom we are supposed to love so much? 

   So, those of you who are 25 or over, continue to dress the way you do for Mass, and watch what the Catholic congregation’s attire will look like in 25 more years!  We can take our cues from our Protestant brothers and sisters—when was the last time you saw tank tops, t-shirts, shorts of all lengths, flip-flops, and sandals at their services?  The deplorable state of people’s attire at Mass today has nothing to do with one’s income or lack thereof.  It comes from laziness, disinterest, and a lack of self-respect, which all work together in people’s lives to bring them to a level that is far below their real potential and capability.  So the next time you go to a close friend’s daughter’s wedding, or to the funeral of a co-worker, or to the Christmas party that only certain people are invited to, don’t wear what you should—wear what’s completely comfortable for you—flip-flops, t-shirt, and all--and see what kind of response you get.  It might be the same cold shoulder you get at the Pearly Gates.  St. Peter may inform you that since you didn’t have any better respect for God in your attire for Mass, the heavenly banquet on earth, you probably don’t have any respect for the heavenly banquet in eternal life.

   God loves us and asks us to love Him in return.  How we present ourselves to someone we love indicates the sincerity of that love.  Clothes are a necessity for us—when someone sees us, they see what we have on, too.  Shouldn’t we want to look our best for God?  It’s the least we can do!  It’s what we’re supposed to do!
