STORMS

          Although we have learned to harness some of the forces of nature in a limited way, there will always be forces of nature beyond our control and subject to the power of God alone.

     Today’s readings from Scripture are a sober reminder of this.  The Old Testament from Job and the New Testament reading from Mark remind us of this.

  In the first reading from Job the setting is a storm.

The New Testament reading from Mark is about a storm that Jesus and his apostles got caught in.  After Jesus is awakened he calms the storm and the disciples ask; “Who is this that even the wind and waves obey him?”

     Artists have often used the image of the boat in today’s Gospel to symbolize the Church.  Oftentimes the boat is depicted in a storm, buffeted by strong waves.  If we think about this imagery we can say that the Church and its people have gone through difficult times.  We have only to think about the status of the Church in the first 300 years of existence.  It was a crime to belong to the Church.

Christians were persecuted and put to death.  This was certainly a stormy period for the Church.

     The parish and individual parishioners are the Church in miniature.  The boat is an appropriate symbol to depict us.  Many times the storms of life toss us around like tiny corks on the sea, causing us to cry out like the apostles in the boat:  “Lord, do you not care that we are perishing? Doesn’t it matter that we are going to drown?”

     Sometimes a storm arises because of a severe alcohol or drug problem, or because of an overwhelming economic or health problem.  We feel that our boat is at the breaking point and that we’re going under.

     But if we have faith in the Lord’s power to control these seemingly uncontrollable forces in our lives, we can ride out the storm and reach the shore.

     At other times a storm may arise because of the inexplicable feeling of discouragement or depression, 

or because we feel unappreciated or lonely.  But if our faith in the Lord’s power is strong enough, we can make it through that storm and regain our equilibrium.

     Who controls us?  The Lord Jesus does, if only we let him steady our hands and steer our ship.
