TALK TO YOUR FATHER

     In today’s Gospel Jesus prays to His Father: “I give praise to you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth.”  Repeatedly Jesus used the term “Father” in His prayers.

     Recall these times.  As Jesus suffered His agony in the Garden He prayed: “Father, all things are possible to you.  Remove this cup from me.  But not my will, but yours be done.”  On the cross, Jesus cried out: “Father, forgive them for they don’t know what they are doing.”  A little later: “Father, into your hands I commend my spirit.”  As He prepared to raise Lazarus from the dead, Jesus called out: “I give thanks that you have heard me.”  In his last words to the people Jesus declared: “Father, save me from this hour.” “Father, glorify thy name.”  When the apostles begged Jesus to teach them how to pray He gave them the “Our Father”.

     Notice how often in the Mass we address the Almighty as Father.  The opening prayers of today’s Mass “Father, in the rising of your son death gave birth to life.”

     One suggestion is that we pray as Jesus did, to His Father and our Father.  We do it in public prayer.

Why not do it in private, personal and informal prayer?

     Every worthwhile human father is eager to give what his children need and want.  Do you think our heavenly Father is less generous?  Like a child, pray to Him---as Father---in the Mass and in private prayers.
