Yet, he bowed to the will of his father.  As we pray in Eucharistic Prayer #2: “For our sake he opened his arms on the cross… in this he fulfilled His Father’s will.”

He showed us how to obey the Father’s will, no matter how difficult it might be.

     Why not take all of our crosses, big ones and little ones, and drop them into the chalice with the precious Blood.  Then all of us, priests and people, will offer our crosses to God as our greatest gift.  Jesus asks us to carry our cross, to make some sacrifice.  He himself said: “Unless you do penance, you will perish.”  Be sure to ask Him to help you carry your crosses and make that effort.
